The National Pension is a fund provided when you enter old age, if you become disabled as a result
of illness or injury, or in case of death.

Everyone living in Japan age 20 to 60 years of age must enter the National Pension.People who
have already enrolled in Welfare Pension through their workplace are exempt. Generally, senior
citizens can receive their pension from age 65.

Requirements for receiving National Pension:

You are required to have completed 120 monthly pension amount payments (10 years), or received
an exemption. However, for those who have obtained permanent residence or who have been
naturalized in Japan, there are special provisions for the payment and exemption period required for
receiving the benefits.

There are countries that have established social security agreements with Japan. If the total number
of monthly pension payments in those countries meets the requirement, a pension can be received from
those countries.

(4) Taxes

In Japan, there are two types of taxes on individual income — National Tax (Income Tax) and Local
Tax (Individual Municipal and Prefectural Tax).

Other taxes include tobacco and alcohol tax that is included automatically at the time of purchase.
Consumption Tax is also paid indirectly when you purchase goods or services.

m National Tax (Income Tax)

National Tax is levied on individual income earned from January 1%t to December 315t . Foreign
workers (who have had an address in Japan for one year or more) are also required to pay income tax.

When you need to renew your Status of Residence (Visa), you may need a copy of your Tax Return
or Tax Withholding Slip, so make sure to keep these documents. For information regarding Tax Returns
and Tax Withholding Slips, please contact the Kashiwa Tax Office.

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m Local Tax (Individual Municipal and Prefectural Tax, and Property and City Planning Tax)

If you have been living in Japan for one year or longer, Individual Municipal and Prefectural Tax for your
city of residence as of January 15 will be levied based on your income amount from the previous year.
For salaried income earners, your employer will withhold the income tax from your monthly salary
(special collection). The employer will in turn pay the income tax for the employee. For people age 65
and older who have a public pension, taxes applicable to pension income will generally be collected
directly by withholding tax from the pension payment (special collection). People who do not have their
taxes collected at the source of income must pay directly at the City Hall. The total tax amount is
calculated based on the amount of income you earned during the previous year and a fixed amount that
you are responsible for.

People who own land or a home are subject to Property Tax, as well as City Planning Tax for the
municipality where their land or home is located.

In order to reduce the burden of children's medical expenses, their medical expenses are subsidized. In
order to receive the subsidy, you must make an application for the issue of a Medical Expenses Subsidy

Card

Eligibility:
In-patient or outpatient: Age 0 to the 3™ year of senior high
school and equivalent age(excluded after the person is married) .

Details of subsidy:

Medical expenses applicable to health insurance (medical, dental
and medicine), and meals during hospitalization for which the
individual is responsible, are partly subsidized.

Amount paid by the individual:
Hospital visits = 300 yen for 1%t visit or free of charge
medicine = free of charge
hospital stays = 300 yen per day or free of charge

Application:

To apply for a child medical expenses subsidy voucher, bring your child's health insurance card and
apply at the Child Welfare Division, Shonan Branch Office Welfare Section, Kashiwa Station Front
Administrative Service Center, or any branch office. For more information, please contact the Child
Welfare Division.
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5 — 4 Education

Japanese schools, kindergartens and nursery schools, and child daycare facilities start in April.
Nursery schools/child daycare facilities are for children ages 0 to 5. Kindergartens are for children ages 3
to 5. Children are enrolled in elementary school for 6 years, both junior high and senior high schools are

3 years each, and university for 4 years.
Children enter elementary school when they are fully 6 years old, and junior high school in April after

turning 12 years old. Foreign children do not have an obligation to enter school in Japan, but may enter
school if desired. In this case, foreign children generally enter school at a grade appropriate for their age.

(1) Entering Authorized Day-Care Centers and Nursery Schools

If parents or guardians cannot take care of their children at home during the day for reasons such as
employment, they may utilize a child daycare facility. Types of nursery schools include public and private
facilities, authorized day-care centers and small-scale authorized day-care. There are 115 facilities in
total. For more information, refer to the nursery school application information.

How to apply:

Obtain a complete set of application forms, and employment certificates for the parents or guardians,
or other documents showing the reason why you cannot take care of children at home. Go to the City
Hall, Nursery School Administration Division before the deadline for the month. (Apply directly at
"Kodomo-en" day care centers.)

(2) Entering Kindergarten

Applications are available every year in mid-October and are accepted starting in November. For more
information, visit the website for any of the kindergartens, or inquire by phone.
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(3) Entering Elementary or Junior High School

In September of the previous year, the Board of Education will issue an
"admission notice" to parents of children who are planning to enter
elementary school (junior high school) in April. This notice includes
the name of the elementary or junior high school for enroliment,
and the date of the entrance ceremony. If you move to Kashiwa just before
the school entrance ceremony, you will be issued a School Entrance Notice
when you submit your Moving-In Registration.

Japanese Language Support:

If a child is struggling with the Japanese language, they can receive support at their school to help them
with school life and classroom studies. Please make a request for Japanese language support at the
child's school. The Board of Education will send a Japanese language support worker to the school.

(4) Changing elementary or junior high schools

(DTransferring to a new school in Kashiwa City

When you complete a Moving-in Registration or Change of Address Registration, you will be issued a
School Entrance Notice with the designated school for your area. Bring this notice along with the
documents (School Enrollment Certificate, etc.) that you received from the school your child has been
attending, and submit it to the new school that your child will attend. If you would like to enroll your child
at a school other than the designated one, please consult with the Schools and Education Division.

@If your child is transferring from a school in Kashiwa City

When you have decided when you will move out of the city or move to a new address, please contact
your child’s school as soon as possible to receive the required documents (School Enroliment
Certificate, etc.). If your child will attend a school outside of Kashiwa City, please contact the Board of
Education for your new municipality of your new address regarding the administrative process for school
entrance.

(5) Using after-school day care

After-school daycare facilities (Kodomo Room) are available to provide safe and wholesome daycare
for elementary school children in grades 1 to 6 whose parents or guardians cannot take care of them
when they come home from school. There are currently 43 after-school daycare facilities in the city.

An
announcement regarding the new school year is posted every year in November in the Koho-Kashiwa
information bulletin.
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(1) Public Assistance

Public Assistance is available for households that are struggling financially with day-to-day life. Based
on a standard amount determined by the degree of difficulty the household is facing, the country offers
financial support for basic necessities. This system ensures that the household meets the minimum
standard of living while encouraging people to be able to support themselves as soon as possible.
Eligibility for public assistance varies according to the circumstances of the individual household. For
advice regarding Public Assistance, please contact the Lifestyle Support Division by phone, or come in
person.

(2) Nursing Care Insurance

This system supports the care of the elderly throughout society. When nursing care becomes
necessary and you have been approved to receive long-term care, you can receive this service at your
own expense of 10%, 20% or 30% of the cost.

Those who are 65 years old or older who are registered as residents and those who are 40 to 64 years
old and have medical insurance are eligible. Everyone who is age 65 and older will be issued a Nursing
Care Insurance Card. Nursing Care Insurance Cards will also be issued to people who are age 40 to 64,
after completing an application (and have brought their Health Insurance Card).

An application is necessary in the following circumstances:
You must notify the Senior Citizens’ Support Division, Shonan Branch Welfare Service, any branch
office, or the Kashiwa Station City Hall Service Center within 14 days of one of the following situations:

@In the case of death (Please bring the Nursing Care Insurance Card)
If there has been a change of address or name (Please bring the Nursing Care Insurance Card)
QIf the necessity for nursing care has been approved by another municipality, and you have moved

into Kashiwa City (Please bring the nursing care insurance receipt certificate of approval)

@If you move to another municipality (Please bring the Nursing Care Insurance Card)

Details of Nursing Care Insurance Service:

Services such as home-visit nursing care, home-visit nursing care for bathing, home-visit health
nursing, home-visit physical rehabilitation, nursing care facility visits, and physical rehabilitation facility
visits are available.
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The following items are required when applying for approval of the necessity for nursing care:

People age 65 and over:
@ Application form for the approval of the necessity for nursing care (benefits)
@ Nursing Care Insurance Card

People age 40 to 64:

* Limited to people who require nursing care due to medical conditions associated with aging
(designated medical conditions).
@ Application form for the approval of the necessity for nursing care (benefits)
@ Medical Care Insurance Card
When you apply for approval, you will need to provide the name of your primary care physician,
and the name of the medical facility.
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
